To insert 3 new clauses on membership criteria after clause 2.4 0f the Articles of Association
Proposed new clause 2.5 to read:
2.5 	All members will be reminded three months prior to annual renewal of the membership criteria.

Proposed new clause 2.6 to read
2.6 	Existing members must, prior to renewal, on an annual basis, provide evidence that they continue to meet all aspects of the membership criteria, howsoever amended from time to time. If at the end of a subscription period a member can not provide evidence of compliance with the membership criteria the board will have sole discretion to decide that membership cannot be renewed until these criteria are met.

Proposed new clause 2.7 to read

Such changes will not be incorporated into the criteria unless a period of 3 months notice has been given to the membership. In the event that more than 25% of ordinary members, at the date notice is issued, object in writing to the proposed changes, the Board will suspend implementation until the next Annual General Meeting and the proposal will be subject to a vote in accordance with these documents and in particular, clause 6
